• Fix the expansion nut into the basin.

•  Put the basin & glass shelf onto the stand assembly. Adjust the left to right
   distance if required to ensure the glass shelf lands on the shelf support 
  stud and the nuts on basin mate with the stand assembly; and the front and 
   back distance to ensure the four wall feet land on the wall and  there is no
   distance between the wall and the back of the basin. When the above has
   been done, tighten the grub screws and mark the wall fixing holes through
   the wall feet.
